The trustees present their annual report together with the accounts and auditor‘s report of the charitable company 
for the year 1 September 2022 to 31 August 2023. The annual report serves the purposes of both a trustees' report, 
and a directors' report and strategic report under company law. 

The academy trust operates an academy for pupils aged 11 to 19 serving a catchment area in Wandsworth, South 
West London. It has a pupil capacity of 1090 (840 in years 7-11 and 250 in 6th form) and had a roll of 1086 (876 in 
years 7-11 and 210 in 6th form) in the school census on 5 October 2023. 

Structure, governance and management 
astitutign 
The academy trust is a company limited by guarantee and an exempt charity. The charitable company's 
memorandum and articles of association are the primary governing documents of the academy trust. 

The charitable company operates as Saint Cecilia's Church of England School. 

The trustees of Saint Cecilia's Church of England School are also the directors of the charitable company for the 
purposes of company law. Details of the trustees who served during the year, and to the date these accounts are 
approved, are included in the Reference and Administrative Details on page 1. 

Members' liability 
Each member of the charitable company undertakes to contribute to the assets of the charitable company in the 
event of it being wound up while they are a member, or within one year after they cease to be a member, such 
amount as may be required, not exceeding £10, for the debts and liabilities contracted before they ceased to be a 
member. 

Method of recruitment and appointment QL election of trustees 
Members 
The Members of the Academy Trust shall comprise the signatories to the Memorandum, the Diocesan Board of 
Education, the Bishop and the Parochial Church Council of the Parish being the “Foundation Members“, the 
Chairman of the Governors provided that person is a Foundation Governor and any person appointed under Article 
16. 

Trustees 
The number of Governors shall be not less than 3, but shall not be subject to a maximum. The first Governors shall 
be those named in the initial Memorandum. The Academy Trust shall have the following Governors: up to 10 
Foundation Governors appointed under Article 50; 2 staff Governors appointed under Article 50A; 2 parent 
Governors elected or appointed under Articles 53-58 and the Headteacher. The Academy may also have up to 3 co- 
opted Governors, a person who is appointed to be a Governor by being co-opted by the Governors who have not 
themselves been so appointed. The Governors may not co-opt an employee of the Academy Trust as a co-opted 
Governor if the number of Governors who are employed by the Academy Trust would thereby exceed one third of 
the total number of Governors (including the Headteacher). 

The term of office for any Governor shall be four years, save that this time limit shall not apply to the Headteacher 
and any ex officio Governor. Subject to remaining eligible to be a particular type of Governor, any Governor may be 
re-appointed or re-elected. 

Policies and proceggres adopted for the induction and training of trustees 
The training and induction for new Governors depends on their experience. All new Governors are given a tour of 
the Academy and the chance to meet with staff and students. All governors are provided with copies of policies, 
procedures, minutes, accounts, budgets, plans and other documents that they will need to undertake their role as 
Governors. Induction tends to be done informally and is tailored specifically to the individual. All new governor 
inductions include a meeting with the Headteacher and Chair of Governors.

The structure consists of three levels: the Governors; Senior Leadership Team and Middle Leaders, (including 
Curriculum Team Leaders). The aim of the management structure is to devolve responsibility and encourage 
involvement in decision making at all levels. 

The Governors are responsible for setting general policy, adopting an annual plan and budget, monitoring the plan 
and budget, and making major decision about the direction of the Academy, capital expenditure and Senior Leader 
appointments. 

The Senior Leadership Team consists of the Headteacher, two Deputy Headteachers, six Assistant Headteachers, 
and the School Business Manager. The Leadership Team controls the Academy at an executive level implementing 
the policies laid down by the Governors and reporting back to them. The Headteacher is the Accounting Officer for 
the Academy Trust. As a group, the Leadership Team are responsible for the authorisation of spending within 
agreed budgets and the appointment of staff, though appointment panels for middle and senior leader posts will 
often include Governors. Some spending control is devolved to Curriculum Team Leaders, with authorisation from a 
Senior Leader.

Senior Leader Pay is determined by the Headteacher in consultation with Governors, with the pay of the 
Headteacher being determined by the Governing Body. The school pays in line with national pay scales and 
compares pay with similar schools in the London area to ensure that salaries offered are competitive and sufficient 
to attract high quality staff.

Eublic benefit 
The Governors confirm that they have referred to the guidance contained in the Charities Commission's general 
guidance on public benefit when reviewing the Academy's aims and objectives and in planning future activities. In 
particular, the Governors consider how planned activities will contribute to the aims and objectives they have set. 

Admissions 
Saint Cecilia's participates in the co-ordinated admissions scheme of the London Borough of Wandsworth. The 
Academy also adheres to the common timetable for admissions, including the arrangements for dealing with 
applications received after the closing date as set out in Wandsworth Council's scheme. 

Saint Cecilia's admits 180 students to year 7. Places are allocated as follows: 

- 90 Foundation places will be offered to children who themselves or their parents/carers are practising 
members of a Christian church. 

- 90 Open places will be offered to children irrespective of their religious background. 
- Of the 180 spaces, 9 Foundation and 9 Open places will be offered to children who demonstrate that they 

have the aptitude to benefit from a specialist course in music. 

Strategic report 
Achievements and performance 
The Academy is heavily oversubscribed receiving over 1000 applications for 180 places in year 7. Pupils will leave 
the school periodically due to personal circumstances and wherever possible, places are filled quickly by those on 
our waiting lists. 

It has been several years since the end of the covid pandemic, however, covid the impact of lost learning for pupils 
(up to two years of missed education for some primary age pupils) wil be felt for some time. A number of pupils 
joining the school in year 7 are significantly behind where they would expect to be in their education, which makes it 
more difficult for them to access the curriculum and larn at the pace of their peers. Additionally, a significant number 
of pupils in all year groups are experiencing health and well being issues which leads to lower attendance. 
Attendance at the school is above the current national average, but someway short of the attendance achieved pre 
covid. 

In the vast majority of subjects, most pupils progress well from their different starting points and achieve or exceed 
standards expected for their age nationally. Where progress, for either a particular group or in a particular subject is 
slower than expected, the systematic monitoring of performance data by school leaders ensures quick identification 
and response to concerns. Accurate and robust internal data tracking and quality assurance systems enable school 
leaders to intervene proactively to prevent difficulties before they become problematic. While overall results are 
excellent, the school identifies subjects and groups where improvement can be made and set objectives for this in 
the school development plan the following year. In the summer of 2023 the Academy once again attained excellent 
results in national GCSE and A' Level examinations. 

The school has a Good Ofsted rating which was reaffirmed following inspection on 27 and 28 June 2023. Ofsted 
found that Saint Cecilia's continues to be a good school and that our safeguarding is effective. Inspectors 
recognised the role our Christian ethos plays in creating an environment that is ambitious for, and supportive of all 
pupils and students. It is a source of particular pride that 91% of parents and carers told inspectors they would 
recommend Saint Cecilia’s to another parent or carer and 92% of pupils said they felt safe and enjoyed school.

The Academy, as is the case for most schools nationally, faced a period from 2010 to 2019 where its funding did not 
rise sufficiently to remain in line with rising costs. National Insurance, employer pension contributions, the health & 
social care levy, the apprentice levy and pay rises added significant pressures to the school budget. The 
Government provided a pay grant, a pension grant and a supplementary grant to reduce the impact of these real 
terms funding cuts and these had made a significant difference in easing financial pressures. 

However, the latest pay awards which were announced in July 2023 (6 weeks after schools set their budgets) once 
again increased costs going fonrvard significantly more than funding was set to rise. The Government were quick to 
announce yet another ‘additional‘ grant to cover this shortfall, but the uncertainty around funding due to short term 
policy considerations creates a difficult operating environment. 

The school produces four year budget plans and has factored pay increases and inflationary rises for other supplies 
and services. income is driven by pupil numbers and the school is heavily oversubscribed and full in every year 
group. The school is closely monitoring pupil numbers at primary level, as the population bulge experienced in 
London is now contracting and this will begin impacting secondary schools in 2024/25. There will be an excess of 
secondary spaces from this time, and those schools that are less popular would normally see the sharpest declines 
in applications. As our reputation and academic achievements are strong, this should reduce the impact 
experienced at Saint Cecilia’s and Trustees are closely monitoring the situation to enable corrective action should it 
be required. 

The school agreed fixed price energy deals in 2019 which shielded it from soaring energy costs until October 2023 
and have budgeted for a 100% increase in gas and electricity costs thereafter. Energy markets remain volatile and 
longer term fixed rate options are currently not available on the market. However, current market costs have 
reduced significantly so the school expects to be under it's budget allocation for 2023/24. The benefits of the grants 
for energy efficiency measures (LED lighting, solar panels and air source heat pumps) are also now being realised, 
as these all reduce consumption. The school are planning to add a further 74 solar panels in 2024, which will 
reduce electricity consumption further. The school has achieved excellent value for money in a number of its key 
contracts, which also reduce cost pressures. However, with such uncertainty with Government policy and the 
prospect of a new Government by Jan 2025, the School is exercising caution with its future plans to ensure that 
annual surpluses can be maintained in the medium term. Should there be real terms cuts to funding, the school will 
review its curriculum offer and staffing structure to ensure a balanced budget in the long term. 

After making appropriate enquiries, the Board of Trustees has a reasonable expectation that the Academy Trust has 
adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the next 18 - 24 months. For this reason, it continues to 
adopt the going concern basis in preparing the financial statements. Further details regarding the adoption of the 
going concern basis can be found in the Statement of Accounting policies.

Financial review 
The majority of the Academy's income is received directly from the Education and Skills Funding Agency (ESFA) in 
the form of recurrent grants, some of which are restricted to particular purposes. The grants received from the ESFA 
during the period ended 31 August 2023 and the associated expenditure are shown as restricted funds in the 
Statement of Financial Activities. The school is full in all year groups, which maximises income and reduces 
financial pressure. 

The school returned to normal operations in September 2021 following the COVlD - 19 global pandemic. Some 
additional costs continued as a result of COVID -19, but the biggest impact has been on the young people 
themselves. Many primary school aged children experienced two full years of disruption and this has significantly 
affected the progress that they would have been expected to make. While there have been additional resources 
targeted at enabling these pupils to catch up, it is impossible to fully rectify the impact of two years of disrupted 
learning, particularly amongst the most vulnerable pupils. A further impact following COVID 19 is an increase in 
mental health related issues for both pupils and adults. The school have directed additional resources towards 
addressing these issues within the school, but find that partner agencies that should be providing support services 
are stretched beyond their limits; as a result services are often only available to those experiencing the most 
extreme chalenges. 

As described under the Going Concern section above, the school has been shielded from high energy costs (due to 
the war in Ukraine and sanctions against Russia) as it had fixed price contracts until October 2023. Energy 
efficiency improvements have reduced consumption by over 25%, which further reduce energy expenditure. 
Wholesale prices have reduced significantly from their peak levels and current prices are affordable within budget. 
Additional energy efficiency measures will be delivered in the next few years (two new air source heat pumps and 
more solar panels) and a new Government grant in 2022/23 has greatly assisted in this. 

The Academy also receives grants for fixed assets from the ESFA. In accordance with the Charities Statement of 
Recommended Practice, 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities' (SORP 2019), such grants are shown in the 
Statement of Financial Activities as restricted income in the fixed assets fund. The restricted fixed assets fund 
balance is reduced by annual depreciation charges over the expected useful life of the assets concerned. 

During the period ending 31 August 2023, total expenditure of £8,307k (2022: £7,834k) was met by recurring grant 
expenditure from the ESFA together with other incoming resources. The excess of income over expenditure for the 
period (excluding restricted fixed assets and transfers to fixed asset funds) was £246k (2022: £138k expenditure 
over income). 

At 31 August 2023 the net book value of fixed assets was £12,760k (2022: £13,096k). Movements in tangible fixed 
assets are shown in Note 12 to the financial statements. The assets were used exclusively for providing education 
and the associated support services to the pupils of the Academy. 

The London Borough of Wandsworth Pension Fund, in which the Academy participates, showed neither an asset of 
deficit position as at 31 August 2023 or 31 August 2022. Included within the pension calculation is an "asset ceiling 
adjustment”. The asset ceiling is the present value of the economic benefits that the employer can recover from the 
plan, such as reduced contributions or cash refunds. It is deemed for the Trust that the future costs expected for the 
employers contributions will outweigh the future service costs and therefore there is no economic benefit to the 
Trust and therefore the asset value is reduced to zero. 
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Reserves policy
The Governors review the reserve levels of the Academy annually. This review encompasses the nature of income 
and expenditure streams, the need to match income with commitments and the nature of reserves. The Governors 
have determined that the appropriate level of reserves should be equivalent to one month's salary and wages costs 
(based on 23/24 budget), which would be £560,000. While Governors would like a proportion of reserves to be 
unrestricted, they recognise that the vast majority of the income received by the Academy is restricted and thus 
expect a large proportion of reserves to be restricted. Governors would expect the majority of restricted funds to be 
made up from their General Annual Grant, as this can be used freely on any of the primary objectives of the Trust 
(so in practice has few restrictions). The build-up of specific restricted funds such as pupil premium grants and High 
Needs SEN funding should be minimised and Governors normally expect these grants to be used in full each year 
they are received. The reason for reserves is to provide sufficient working capital to cover delays between spending 
and receipt of grants and to provide a contingency to respond to unexpected costs such as urgent maintenance or 
repairs.

The Academy's reserves as at 31 August 2023 were in an overall position of £797k (2022: £464k) (excluding fixed 
assets and long term liabilities), with £531k (2022: £264k) of unrestricted reserves. As reserves are now greater 
than the level set of £568,000 in the reserves policy, Governors will now seek to prioritise investment into the 
academy that will improve the academy infrastructure and enhance outcomes for pupils.  

The recent financial climate and political policy has created a position where Schools and Academies faced a 
sustained period of real term budget cuts making it difficult to achieve the objectives of the Academy while 
generating an operating surplus and building reserves. This has a significant long-term implication for all schools 
and academies as they are expected to fund the majority of their lifecycle replacement costs through their annual 
operating revenue. The current government policy does not provide sufficient funding to cover long term and 
lifecycle capital replacement costs.

The Academy held fund balances at 31 August 2023 of £13,557k (2022: £13,559k) comprising £13,026k of 
restricted funds (2022: £13,295k) and £531k of unrestricted general funds (2022: £264k). The restricted funds are 
made up of tangible fixed assets of £12,760k (2022: £13,096k) and restricted income funds of £266k (2022: £199k).

The pension reserve which is considered part of restricted funds was £nil (2022: £Nil).

Investment policy
Under the Memorandum and Articles of Association, the Academy has the power to invest funds not immediately 
required. Governors approved investment in short term savings accounts of cash held in the bank when the balance 
is in excess of £250,000. As the Bank of England base rates have risen, the accounts now pay reasonable interest 
rates and the funds invested will generate £4-6,000 of interest per annum.   The funds are available within 90 days 
should they be required.

Principal risks and uncertainties
The Governors have comprehensively assessed risks to which the Academy and documented this in a Risk 
Register, which is reviewed on a termly basis. Governors ensure that action plans are in place to mitigate and 
reduce risk and as these are implemented, the risk factor for each is reviewed accordingly.
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The principle risks facing the Academy are: 

Loss of Key Management Personnel 
As a Single Academy Trust, the Academy does not have the scale or capacity to ensure full succession planning for 
all roles. The Academy has contingency plans in place and appropriate external support from specialist professional 
advisers. Establishing a local Multi Academy Trust remains a priority of the Trust and achieving this will significantly 
reduce the risk of the loss of Key Management Personnel. 

Financial 
The funding position where grants have been reduced at the same time as costs have risen produces a number of 
financial risks including: having insufficient reserves to meet any significant unforeseen or emergency expenditure; 
the risk that future funding cuts will require reductions in expenditure that will reduce the ability to achieve the key 
objectives; and reduced reserves creates a risk to cash flow making it more difficult to ensure there is sufficient cash 
in hand to pay immediate costs. Funding will remain uncertain at least until a new Government is formed in 
2024/25; there are no guarantees that any new Government will bring stability or solve all the financial challenges. 

Infrastructure 
There are elements of the infrastructure that require periodic replacement and upgrading. Modern lCT systems and 
networks have a reasonably short lifespan and represent a significant financial investment for a school of this size. 
Additionally, items of plant and equipment (including boilers; carpets; tables and chairs) have a limited lifespan and 
the revenue funding provided by the ESFA is insufficient to fully meet these lifecycle costs. Investment is prioritised 
to minimise the impact on teaching and learning, but overall, the assets of the school will gradually decline. 

The Academy is fortunate to have relatively new buildings (constructed in 2003), which are in a good state of repair. 
The building does not have any reinforced autoclaved aerated concrete (RAAC) and undertakes regular planned 
and preventative maintenance, as well as regular inspections. The academy has annual contracts with external 
specialist consultants (Human Resources, Health & Safety, Facilities Management, Legal) to ensure that it complies 
with all existing and new regulations and guidelines. Regular formal inspections are undertaken, which are 
reviewed termly by Trustees at the resources committee. 

Fundraising 
Fundraising is becoming increasingly important to fund the activities of the Academy as Government funding has 
fallen in real terms. Fundraising is not used for the core educational delivery of the school, but to enhance and 
develop the offer; to add value; and to support those that face difficult financial circumstances. In addition to 
donations received directly from parents, the Academy has an active parent teacher association that fund raise 
through organising social activities and events. The Academy appointed a part time Fund Raising Officer in June 
2023 and the key objective is to increase donations to add value and extend the range of facilities and services 
provided by the school.

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Plans for future periods 
The Academy will continue striving to maintain and improve the high levels of performance that it has become 
accustomed to for all its pupils and students. The Academy will continue to ensure that at the time that children 
leave the school, they are well prepared for future study, training or employment and that they are able to make the 
best choices for their life chances. 

The pressures of COVlD-19 have eased and the academy has returned to normal operations. The Academy has 
robust systems to ensure all pupils attend school fully and receive face to face lessons in their normal classes. 
Should any pupil or group of pupils need to be isolated, systems are in place to ensure high quality lessons are 
delivered electronically. 

The Academy has an excellent understanding of its strengths and areas for development based on rigorous 
analysis of data and monitoring of teaching and learning. Additionally, external factors such as political policy and 
funding decisions are regularly reviewed to ensure that the Academy is well placed to respond to challenges and 
take advantage of opportunities. 

Work to construct a new teaching block to provide six additional classrooms was completed in August 2021. This 
project was funded by LB Wandsworth to provide sufficient local school spaces to provide for the local population. 
This has enabled the school to expand its Published Admissions Number (PAN) from 150 to 180. The school will 
grow each year as an additional 30 pupils are admitted into year 7. To ensure sufficient dining space as pupil 
numbers grow. a project to extend the dining hall has now been granted planning permission. A sustained period of 
very high inflation has impacted the project, which is currently over the budget allocated by LB Wandsworth. It is 
anticipated that this will be addressed in the next few months so that construction can be completed in 2024. The 
project is funded by LB Wandsworth who will gift the buildings to the school. 

In particular, the Academy is seeking to:

As well as these formal meetings, all Trustees receive a monthly video report and 
spreadsheet detailing the management accounts so that all Governors have the opportunity to be fully updated on 
the financial position. These videos are saved in MS Teams and are accessible to all Trustees for up to 6 months. 

Governance reviews 
The Governing Body regularly reviews its composition so that recruitment to any vacancies seek to ensure that the 
demographics of the Board reflect those of the school community. Recruitment has been successful in achieving a 
more representative gender balance and to bring greater racial diversity to the Board. At the same time. the Board 
also seeks to ensure that it has the appropriate skills and experience within Trustees. The Board completes an 
annual skills audit and has been successful at recruiting new Trustees with HR, financial, and charity experience 
over the last few years. 

The resources committee is a sub-committee of the main board of trustees. Its purpose is to monitor and agree 
budget, finance and premises issues, as set out in its terms of reference.

PAN increased from 150 to 180 from September 2021 and the school will grow gradually over the next 7 
years as new pupils join year 7. 

- Secured a grant from the Governments decarbonisation fund to install LED lighting and two air source heat 
pumps. 

- Trustees ensure that they use relevant funding to ensure the Trust’s estate is safe, well maintained, and 
complies with regulations by employing suitably qualified and experienced staff to manage it's facilities and 
services. The Trust has annual support contracts in place with specialist consultants for HR, H&S, Legal 
and facilities management, which include regular inspections and action plans to ensure that the trust 
complies with existing and new regulations and guidelines. Delegated budgets are in place to ensure that 
all statutory maintenance and repairs are carried out cyclically. Additionally Trustees consider and plan a 
longer term investments through the resources committee to ensure that facilities, plant and equipment and 
upgraded and replaced to ensure safety, efficient operations and a reduced carbon footprint going fonNard. 

The purpose of the system of internal control 
The system of internal control is designed to manage risk to a reasonable level rather than to eliminate all risk of 
failure to achieve policies, aims and objectives. it can therefore only provide reasonable and not absolute assurance 
of effectiveness.

The internal auditors role includes giving advice on financial matters and performing a range of checks on the 
Academy Trust's financial systems. In particular, the checks carried out in the current period included a financial 
systems and procedures review. The testing included: Scheme of delegation; financial scrutiny; expenses; budget 
monitoring; reporting to Trustees; control account reconciliations; the payroll process; segregation of duties and 
financial regulations. A planned review of safeguarding schedules for June 2023 was changed to October 2023 as 
the school was subject to an Ofsted inspection in June which included a full review of safeguarding. 

On an annual basis, the auditor reports to the Board of Trustees, through the Resources Committee on the 
operation of the systems of control and on the discharge of the Board of Trustees' financial responsibilities and 
prepares an annual summary report to the committee outlining the areas reviewed, key findings, recommendations 
and conclusions to help the committee consider actions and assess year on year progress.

Accounting policies 

Saint Cecilia's Church of England School is a charitable company. The address of its principal place of 
business is given on page 1 and the nature of its operations are set out in the trustees' report. 

A summary of the principal accounting policies adopted (which have been applied consistently, except where 
noted), judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty, is set out below. 

Basis of preparation 
The accounts of the academy trust, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared under 
the historical cost convention in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard Applicable in the UK and 
Republic of Ireland (FRS 102), the Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended 
Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard 
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (Charities SORP (FRS 102)), the Academies Accounts 
Direction 2022 to 2023 issued by ESFA, the Charities Act 2011 and the Companies Act 2006. 

Going concern 
The trustees assess whether the use of going concern is appropriate, ie whether there are any material 
uncertainties related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the ability of the charitable 
company to continue as a going concern. The trustees make this assessment in respect of a period of at least 
one year from the date of authorisation for issue of the accounts and have concluded that the academy trust 
has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future and there are no 
material uncertainties about the academy trust’s ability to continue as a going concern. Thus they continue to 
adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the accounts. 

Income 
All incoming resources are recognised when the academy trust has entitlement to the funds, the receipt is 
probable and the amount can be measured reliably. 

Grants 
Grants are included in the statement of financial activities on a receivable basis. The balance of income 
received for specific purposes but not expended during the period is shown in the relevant funds on the 
balance sheet. Where income is received in advance of meeting any performance-related conditions there is 
not unconditional entitlement to the income and its recognition is deferred and included in creditors as 
deferred income until the performance-related conditions are met. Where entitlement occurs before income is 
received, the income is accrued. 

General Annual Grant is recognised in full in the statement of financial activities in the period for which it is 
receivable, and any abatement in respect of the period is deducted from income and recognised as a liability. 

Capital grants are recognised in full when there is an unconditional entitlement to the grant. Unspent amounts 
of capital grants are reflected in the balance sheet in the restricted fixed asset fund. Capital grants are 
recognised when there is entitlement and are not deferred over the life of the asset on which they are 
expended.

Sponsorship income provided to the academy trust which amounts to a donation is recognised in the 
statement of financial activities in the period in which it is receivable (where there are no performance-related 
conditions), where the receipt is probable and it can be measured reliably. 

Donations 
Donations are recognised on a receivable basis (where there are no performance-related conditions) where 
the receipt is probable and the amount can be reliably measured.

Other income 
Other income, including the hire of facilities, is recognised in the period it is receivable and to the extent the 
academy trust has provided the goods or services.

Goods donated for resale are included at fair value, being the expected proceeds from sale less the expected 
costs of sale. If it is practical to assess the fair value at receipt, it is recognised in stock and ‘lncome from 
other trading activities'. Upon sale, the value of the stock is charged against ‘lncome from other trading 
activities’ and the proceeds are recognised as ‘lncome from other trading activities’. Where it is impractical to 
fair value the items due to the volume of low value items they are not recognised in the accounts until they are 
sold. This income is recognised within ‘lncome from other trading activities’. 

W 
Donated fixed assets are measured at fair value unless it is impractical to measure this reliably, in which case 
the cost of the item to the donor is used. The gain is recognised as income from donations and a 
corresponding amount is included in the appropriate fixed asset category and depreciated over the useful 
economic life in accordance with the academy trust‘s accounting policies. 

Expenditure 
Expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to transfer economic benefit to a 
third party, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement, and the amount of 
the obligation can be measured reliably. 

Expenditure is classified by activity. The costs of each activity are made up of the total of direct costs and 
shared costs, including support costs involved in undertaking each activity. Direct costs attributable to a single 
activity are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs which contribute to more than one activity and 
support costs which are not attributable to a single activity are apportioned between those activities on a basis 
consistent with the use of resources. Central staff costs are allocated on the basis of time spent, and 
depreciation charges are allocated on the portion of the asset’s use. 

All resources expended are inclusive of irrecoverable VAT. 

Expenditure on raising funds 
This includes all expenditure incurred by the academy trust to raise funds for its charitable purposes and 
includes costs of all fundraising activities events and non-charitable trading.

Tangible fixed assets and depreciation 
Individual Assets costing £3,000 or more are capitalised as tangible fixed assets and are carried at cost, net of 
depreciation and any provision for impairment. 

Grouped assets collectively costing £5,000 or more, and where no individual asset within this group costs 
more than the individual asset limit noted above, will be capitalised as tangible fixed assets and are carried at 
cost, net of depreciation and any provision for impairment. Any grouped assets that contain individual assets 
over the individual asset limit noted above will have those individual assets treated separately per the policy 
for individual assets. The residual cost of the grouped assets after excluding such individual assets is then 
treated according to the grouped asset policy. 

Where tangible fixed assets have been acquired with the aid of specific grants, either from the government or 
from the private sector, they are included in the balance sheet at cost and depreciated over their expected 
useful economic life. Where there are specific conditions attached to the funding that require the continued 
use of the asset, the related grants are credited to a restricted fixed asset fund in the statement of financial 
activities and carried forward in the balance sheet. Depreciation on the relevant assets is charged directly to 
the restricted fixed asset fund in the statement of financial activities. Where tangible fixed assets have been 
acquired with unrestricted funds, depreciation on such assets is charged to the unrestricted fund. 

The buildings on Church land are situated on land not owned by the Academy Trust, and are occupied on a 
rolling supplemental agreement with the Diocese of Southwark. The underlying land is subject to a variety of 
specific Trusts and vests in a number of different parties represented by the Diocese of Southwark. Whilst the 
Academy Trust does not own the buildings, the Trustees do not regard the termination of the agreement to 
occupy as likely and therefore have reflected the fact that the Academy Trust derives economic value from the 
buildings, which it is obliged to maintain and improve, by including them in the accounts. This is at the 
valuation based on the Mouchel desktop valuation completed for the ESFA, as if occupied under long 
leasehold. The basis of the value is Fair Value, as defined by the Financial Reporting Standards (FRS). No 
value for land has been included. This treatment reflects the substance of the transaction, not the strict legal 
form of the transaction and places no restriction on either the Academy Trust, or the Diocese or the Trusts 
which own the land. 

Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets other than freehold land and assets under construction, at 
rates calculated to write off the cost of each asset on a straight-line basis over its expected useful life, as 
follows: 

Buildings on Church land 2% 
Computer equipment 20% 
Fixtures, fittings & equipment 10% 

A review for impairment of a fixed asset is carried out if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the 
carrying value of any fixed asset may not be recoverable. Shortfalls between the carrying value of fixed assets 
and their recoverable amounts are recognised as impairments. Impairment losses are recognised in the 
statement of financial activities. 

Liabilities 
Liabilities are recognised when there is an obligation at the balance sheet date as a result of a past event, it is 
probable that a transfer of economic benefit will be required in settlement, and the amount of the settlement 
can be estimated reliably. Liabilities are recognised at the amount that the academy trust anticipates it will pay 
to settle the debt or the amount it has received as advanced payments for the goods of services it must 
provide. 

Leased assets 
Rentals under operating leases are charged on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Financial instruments 
The academy trust only holds basic financial instruments as defined in FRS 102. The financial assets and 
financial liabilities of the academy trust and their measurement basis are as follows. 

Financial assets 
Trade and other debtors are basic financial instruments and are debt instruments measured at amortised cost. 
Prepayments are not financial instruments. 

Cash at bank is classified as a basic financial instrument and is measured at face value. 

Financial liabilities 
Trade creditors, accruals and other creditors are financial instruments, and are measured at amortised cost. 
Taxation and social security are not included in the financial instruments disclosure definition. 

Deferred income is not deemed to be a financial liability, as the cash settlement has already taken place and 
there is an obligation to deliver services rather than cash or another financial instrument. 

Taxation 
The academy trust is considered to pass the tests set out in Paragraph 1 Schedule 6 of the Finance Act 2010 
and therefore it meets the definition of a charitable company for UK corporation tax purposes. Accordingly, the 
academy trust is potentially exempt from taxation in respect of income or capital gains received within 
categories covered by chapter 3 part 11 of the Corporation Tax Act 2010 or Section 256 of the Taxation of 
Chargeable Gains Act 1992, to the extent that such income or gains are applied exclusively to charitable 
purposes. 

Pensions benefits 
Retirement benefits to employees of the academy trust are provided by the Teachers' Pension Scheme ('TPS') 
and the Local Government Pension Scheme ('LGPS'). These are defined benefit schemes and the assets are 
held separately from those of the academy trust. 

The TPS is an unfunded scheme and contributions are calculated to spread the cost of pensions over 
employees' working lives with the academy trust in such a way that the pension cost is a substantially level 
percentage of current and future pensionable payroll. The contributions are determined by the Government 
Actuary based on quadrennial valuations using a prospective unit credit method. The TPS is an unfunded 
multi—employer scheme with no underlying assets to assign between employers. Consequently, the TPS is 
treated as a defined contribution scheme for accounting purposes and the contributions are recognised in the 
period to which they relate. 

The LGPS is a funded multi—employer scheme and the assets are held separately from those of the academy 
trust in separate trustee administered funds. Pension scheme assets are measured at fair value and liabilities 
are measured on an actuarial basis using the projected unit credit method and discounted at a rate equivalent 
to the current rate of return on a high-quality corporate bond of equivalent term and currency to the liabilities. 
The actuarial valuations are obtained at least triennially and are updated at each balance sheet date. The 
amounts charged to net income or expenditure are the current service costs and the costs of scheme 
introductions, benefit changes, settlements and curtailments. They are included as part of staff costs as 
incurred. Net interest on the net defined benefit liability/asset is also recognised in the statement of financial 
activities and comprises the interest cost on the defined benefit obligation and interest income on the scheme 
assets, calculated by multiplying the fair value of the scheme assets at the beginning of the period by the rate 
used to discount the benefit obligations. The difference between the interest income on the scheme assets 
and the actual return on the scheme assets is recognised in other recognised gains and losses. Actuarial 
gains and losses are recognised immediately in other recognised gains and losses.

Fund accounting 
Unrestricted income funds represent those resources which may be used towards meeting any of the 
charitable objects of the academy trust at the discretion of the trustees. 

Restricted fixed asset funds are resources which are to be applied to specific capital purposes imposed by 
funders where the asset acquired or created is held for a specific purpose. 

Restricted general funds comprise all other restricted funds received with restrictions imposed by the funder/ 
donon 

Critical accounting estimates and areas of judgement 

Accounting estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and 
other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the 
circumstances. 

Critical accounting estimates and assumptions 
The academy trust makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting 
estimates and assumptions will, by definition, seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates and 
assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets 
and liabilities within the next financial year are discussed below. 

The present value of the Local Government Pension Scheme defined benefit liability depends on a number of 
factors that are determined on an actuarial basis using a variety of assumptions. The assumptions used in 
determining the net cost or income for pensions include the discount rate. Any changes in these assumptions, 
which are disclosed in note 18, will impact on the carrying amount of the pension liability. Furthermore, a roll 
forward approach which projects results from the latest full actuarial valuation performed at 31 March 2019 
has been used by the actuary in valuing the pensions liability at 31 August 2023. Any differences between the 
figures derived from the roll fonnlard approach and a full actuarial valuation would impact on the carrying 
amount of the pension liability. 

The pension value also includes an asset ceiling adjustment and the assumptions used to calculate this are: 
- The scheme is open to new entrants; 
- There is a minimum funding requirement in relation to the LGPS; 
- There is the ability to recover a surplus through the ability to reduce future contributions (not refund) 
- in calculating the surplus, the present value of current and past service costs is offset against the 

future contributions over the future period; 
- The present value in the above calculations are calculated using an annuity representing participation 

into perpetuity.

Useful economic lives of tangible assets 
The annual depreciation charge for tangible assets is sensitive to changes in the estimated useful economic 
lives and residual values of the assets. The useful economic lives and residual values are re-assessed 
annually. They are amended when necessary to reflect current estimates, based on technological 
advancement, future investments, economic utilisation and the physical condition of the assets. 

There are no other key assumptions concerning the future or other key sources of estimation uncertainty at 
the reporting date that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of 
assets and liabilities within the next financial year.

The academy trust's employees belong to two principal pension schemes: the Teachers' Pension Scheme 
England and Wales (T PS) for academic and related staff; and the Local Government Pension Scheme 
(LGPS) for non-teaching staff. which is managed by London Borough of Wandsworth. Both are multi-employer 
defined benefit schemes. 

The latest actuarial valuation of the TPS related to the period ended 31 March 2016, and that of the LGPS 
related to the period ended 31 March 2019. 

Contributions amounting to £94k were payable to the schemes at 31 August 2023 (2022: EM“) and are 
included within creditors. 

Teachers' Pension Scheme 

Introduction 
The Teachers' Pension Scheme (TPS) is a statutory, contributory, defined benefit scheme, governed by the 
Teachers' Pension Scheme Regulations 2014. Membership is automatic for teachers in academy trusts. All 
teachers have the option to opt out of the TPS following enrolment. 

The TPS is an unfunded scheme to which both the member and employer makes contributions, as a 
percentage of salary. These contributions are credited to the Exchequer. Retirement and other pension 
benefits are paid by public funds provided by Parliament. 
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18 Pension and similar obligations (Continued) 

Valuation of the Teachers’ Pension Scheme 
The Government Actuary, using normal actuarial principles, conducts a formal actuarial review of the TPS in 
accordance with the Public Service Pensions (Valuations and Employer Cost Cap) Directions 2014 published 
by HM Treasury every 4 years. The aim of the review is to specify the level of future contributions. Actuarial 
scheme valuations are dependent on assumptions about the value of future costs, design of benefits and 
many other factors. The latest actuarial valuation of the TPS was carried out as at 31 March 2016. The 
valuation report was published by the Department for Education on 5 March 2019. 

The key elements of the valuation and subsequent consultation are: 
0 employer contribution rates set at 23.68% of pensionable pay (including a 0.08% employer 

administration charge) 
- total scheme liabilities (pensions currently in payment and the estimated cost of future benefits) for 

service to the effective date of £218,100 million, and notional assets (estimated future contributions 
together with the notional investments held at the valuation date) of £196,100 million giving a notional 
past service deficit of £22,000 million 

- the SCAPE rate, set by HMT, is used to determine the notional investment return. The current 
SCAPE rate is 2.4% above the rate of CPl. The assumed real rate of return is 2.4% in excess of 
prices and 2% in excess of earnings. The rate of real earnings growth is assumed to be 2.2%. The 
assumed nominal rate of return including earnings growth is 4.45%. 

The next valuation result is due to be implemented from 1 April 2024. 

The employer's pension costs paid to the TPS in the period amounted to £702k (2022: £685k). 

A copy of the valuation report and supporting documentation is on the Teachers’ Pensions website. 

Under the definitions set out in FRS 102, the TPS is an unfunded multi-employer pension scheme. The 
academy trust has accounted for its contributions to the scheme as if it were a defined contribution scheme. 
The academy trust has set out above the information available on the scheme. 

Local Government Pension Scheme 

The LGPS is a funded defined benefit pension scheme, with the assets held in separate trustee-administered 
funds. The total contributions are as noted below. The agreed contribution rates for future years are 19.0% for 
employers and 5.5 to 12.5% for employees. 

Parliament has agreed, at the request of the Secretary of State for Education, to a guarantee that, in the event 
of academy closure, outstanding Local Government Pension Scheme liabilities would be met by the 
Department for Education. The guarantee came into force on 18 July 2013 and on 21 July 2022, the 
Department for Education reaffirmed its commitment to the guarantee, with a parliamentary minute published 
on GOV.UK.

Related party transactions 

Owing to the nature of the Academy Trust and the composition of the Board of Trustees being drawn from 
local public and private sector organisations, transactions may take place with organisations in which the 
Trustees have an interest. All transactions involving such, organisations are conducted in accordance with the 
requirements of the Academies Financial Handbook, including notifying the ESFA of all transactions made on 
or after 1 April 2019 and obtaining their approval where required, and with the Academy Trust's financial 
regulations and normal procurement procedures relating to connected and related party transactions. 

The Southwark Diocesan Board of Education, a member of the Academy Trust, provided education services 
(including advice and guidance on admissions and appeals, school governance, personnel, church school 
effectiveness, ethos, management, standards and curriculum and buildings) to the Academy Trust amounting 
to £9,860 (2022 - £9,575). The services are provided to March 2024 and therefore £5,738 (2022: £5,585) is 
included in prepayments. 

Members' liability 

Each member of the charitable company undertakes to contribute to the assets of the company in the event of 
it being wound up while he or she is a member, or within one year after he or she ceases to be a member, 
such amount as may be required, not exceeding £10 for the debts and liabilities contracted before he or she 
ceases to be a member. 

Agency arrangements 

The Academy Trust distributes 16-19 bursary funds to students as an agent for ESFA. In the accounting 
period ending 31 August 2023 the trust received £7k (2022: £9k) and disbursed £3k (2022: £7k) from the fund. 
An amount of £6k (2022: £2k) is included in deferred income relating to undistributed funds that is repayable 
to ESFA in the event the student leaves the school. 
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
